The Pro-Series Team Penning
The Pro-Series Team Penning is being started to bring forth competition among team penning enthusiasts that will guarantee a larger payback for riders.  The Pro-Series will not involve any membership fees.  There will be no ratings system.  There will be no points awarded for events. The set-up for the Pro-Series should entitle every rider to ride with his/her favorite team along with the opportunity for “novice” or “amateur” riders to ride with a more experienced rider through our Draw Ride.  This should get people more involved with those that they don’t normally ride with and bring a sense of camaraderie to the sport. 
 Our Youth Division is very important to the sport of team penning as these will be our next generation of team penners and keep this great sport going for well into the future.  We have designed our Youth Division to give our young riders the support they need along with giving them the spirit of competition.  We encourage every adult to take advantage of this opportunity to support, teach, and appreciate their youth riders.
As with anything new, there will be a lot of questions to be answered and some fine tuning along the way.  We have addressed many of these below, but I’m sure not all.

Tracy and myself have agreed that to get this off on the right footing, we would not take any money for organizing or coordinating the Pro-Series this year.  Hopefully as this grows, it will include sponsors and such that may help offset some personal expenses.  We are going to hold 1 penning per month starting in February and run through August.  The Final event will be held in September.  Our goal is that we can run these events at several locations so that no one will have to host more than 1 or 2.  Anyone interested can contact us.
We are currently looking at several locations for a Finals event.  As that progresses, we will let you know.  One thing is for sure, you will enjoy your experience riding the Pro-Series and we look forward to having you attend.

3 Round Progressive Team Penning

Penning will consist of 3 rounds as follows:

1st Round: All teams entered will ride in this round

2nd Round:  Teams that did not disqualify in 1st round will pen in this round

3rd Round:  Starting with the team that has the fastest combined time, all teams that have                                                                            not disqualified in either of the previous 2 rounds with a possibility of placing in the money will ride.

Each team will be given the opportunity to pen 1, 2, or 3 head in any of the 3 rounds.                  However, once you have used the option to pen 1 or 2 head, you must pen 3 hd. in the remaining rounds.
If you pen 3 head in the 1st round, you will have the option to pen 1, 2, or 3 head in the 2nd & 3rd round.

***Since it is hard to estimate the number of teams that may enter at an event, it may, 
      upon event coordinator’s discretion, to only allow a 3 hd. time to advance to the next 

      round.  It may also be necessary to reduce the time limit to 1 minute 15 seconds.    
     This will only apply to Open Division. 

***The Youth Division will run 2 rounds regardless of disqualifications or number of 

      head penned.  Depending on number of teams entered and number of teams qualified 

      for 3rd round,  not all youth teams may ride in 3rd round.  Example:  If there are 6 

      teams entered & 3 disqualify in both 1st & 2nd round, then only the 3 that qualified 

      will participate in the 3rd round to decide 1st & 2nd place.   
The 3rd round (Final Round) will begin with the team that has the fastest combined time from the previous 2 rounds.

It will then proceed with the 2nd fastest combined time, 3rd fastest combined time, etc.

The Final Round will proceed in this order until there is no possibility of a team placing in the money.
A cut-off time (the fastest time of the day in the previous 2 rounds minus 5 seconds) will be enforced in the final round.                                                                                      Example:  *The fast time of the day is 24.00 seconds.  The cut-off time would be 19.00

       seconds.  (24.00 – 5.00 = 19.00)                                     

                 *Team A (sitting 4th place in the money) has a combined 3 round total of 9 

       head in 1:45.00.
                 *Team B has a combined 2 round total of 6 head in 1:26.50.  The difference

 between Team A and Team B is 18.50 seconds.  Team B would not be


 eligible to run.                                                                                                                                          
                 *Team C has a combined 2 round total of 6 head in 1:25.50.  The difference 


 between Team A and Team C is 19.50 seconds.  Team C would be eligible to 


 run.
***All other general team penning rules apply:                                                                                                                


1.  1 minute 30 second time limit

2.  Only your cattle across foul line. (NO TRASH)!!!

3.  No roughing of cattle
4.  No horses in the pen.  Time will be called when the tailhead of the last calf           

     enters pen.

5.  To call time on 1 or 2 calves you should raise your hand & call for time to let 

     timers know you are finished.

6.  No delays!!!  Be ready to ride when your name is called.

Entering Teams – Open Division
*There will be a 3 ride limit for all riders.
*Entering format will be:  3 Ride Limit with up to 3 Draws or a Pick 2 Draw 1.
Each rider that enters will automatically have a Draw ride.


Example:  You pick 1 team, your name goes into a draw box for your 2nd ride.



     You pick 2 teams, your name goes into a draw box for your 3rd ride.
*Entry will be $40/rider/team up to a 3 ride limit.

*Entries will cease 30 minutes prior to scheduled start to allow the draw rides to be put together in advance of the start time.  Draw rides will be filtered in alongside the pick teams.  Call ins are acceptable and entries will be paid upon arrival.
*If there shall be a situation whereas there are not enough draw riders (1 or 2) to fill a draw team, it will be announced before the start of the penning.  Persons wishing to fill the 1 or 2 openings will then be given an opportunity to do so on a first come/first served basis.  It would be appropriate that a person that has not filled their 3 ride limit be given the opportunity to do so even if it is their 2nd draw, but a 4th ride may be given to anyone to benefit the 1 or 2 riders needing the remaining draw ride.
 Entering Teams – Youth Division (16 & Under)

*There will be a 3 ride limit for all riders.

*Entering format will be:  3 Ride Limit with up to 3 Draws or a Pick 2 Draw 1.

Example:  You pick 1 team, your name goes into a draw box for your 2nd ride.



     You pick 2 teams, your name goes into a draw box for your 3rd ride.
*Entry will be $20/rider/team up to a 3 ride limit.

*Riders should have their teams entered into the secretaries in a timely fashion to allow   the draw rides to be put together in advance of the start time.  Draw rides will be filtered in alongside the pick teams.

*If there shall be a situation whereas there are not enough draw riders (1 or 2) to fill a draw team, it will be announced before the start of the penning.  Persons wishing to fill the 1 or 2 openings will then be given an opportunity to do so on a first come/first served basis.  It would be appropriate that a person that has not filled their 3 ride limit be given the opportunity to do so even if it is their 2nd draw, but a 4th ride may be given to anyone to benefit the 1 or 2 riders needing the remaining draw ride.  No draw teams shall have the same riders as their pick team.
*Each Youth Division team shall consist of 3 riders that are the age of 16 & under or 2 riders that are the age of 16 & under along with 1 adult.  
*In the case where there are 2 youth and 1 adult, the youth must go in first to retrieve their calf.  Only when a calf is separated from the herd and goes back into the herd shall the adult help retrieve the calf for the youth member.  The adult must only retrieve the calf that returned to the herd and no others until the process is repeated with the next calf.  All opportunities to get 1,2, or 3 calves shall be given to the youth riders first and foremost.
*Youth ages shall be determined as those that were 16 & under at the first Pro-Series penning they attended.  Shall they turn the age of 17 during the course of the Series season, they will be allowed to ride in the Youth Division.

*Any adult or non-youth member that rides in the support of our Youth Division, will not pay an entry fee for that ride.  He/She may also not collect any winnings from that ride.

Payback & Expenses – Open Division
Payback at each event shall be as follows:
*1/3 of all entry fees paid shall go back to event sponsor or event coordinator.  This shall pay for the cattle charge, judges, timers, secretaries, arena, and any other cost associated with the penning event.

*2/3 of all entry fees *(minus $6/team) shall be paid back to the event purse.     
 Event will pay back 1 hole for every 10 teams entered.

*$6/team shall be held out at each event and be made payable to the Pro-Series Coordinator.  This money will be held in a separate account and be added to throughout the Series year.  It will become an “added purse” money that will be included in the Final Series event of the year.
Payback & Expenses – Youth Division (16 & Under)

Payback at each event shall be as follows:

*1/3 of all entry fees paid shall go back to event sponsor or event coordinator.  This shall pay for the cattle charge, judges, timers, secretaries, arena, and any other cost associated with the penning event.

*2/3 of all entry fees (minus $6/team) shall be paid back to the event purse.     

 Event will pay back 1 hole for every 5 teams entered.

*$6/team shall be held out at each event and be made payable to the Pro-Series Coordinator.  This money will be held in a separate account and be added to throughout the Series year.  It will become an “added purse” money that will be included in the Final Series event of the year.
Event Requirements
All event sponsors/coordinators shall provide the following:


*A safe and well-enclosed arena setting for both riders & cattle.

*A line judge and pen judge.  Timers may be used for pen judging providing they 

  are positioned at the pen entrance.


*Enough help to get penning started on time.  Ex.:  taggers, secretaries, arena 


  workers, etc.


*A minimum of 2 timers (stopwatches, electric timers, etc.) to insure that if one 


  fails, there is a back-up and no delay in penning.


*A good supply of lightweight cattle.  No fat cattle or cattle that have been on 


  feed for any amount of time.  Style and breeds of cattle vary, so provide enough 

  cattle to run at least 70 teams.


*A minimum of 21 hd. of cattle should be placed in each group.  A minimum of 3 


  groups of cattle should be used along with 3 extra hd.


*A P.A. or sound system for event.


*A list of names of all riders who participated in the Youth Division and Open    

  Division in each event shall be sent to the Pro-Series Coordinator.  Any riders 

  who have not participated in a prior event shall give their phone number, e-mail, 


  and address so they can be contacted later if need be.

Rider Requirements

All riders shall provide the following:


*No member fees. 


*Western wear is preferred, but not required.  No shirts, hats, or any article of 

   clothing that contains profanity will be allowed in arena.  Remember, there are   

   kids around!


*No profanity in the arena.  Remember the kids!


*All riders will be required to ride in 3 events to ride in the Pro-Series Final.
